- Women Junior (Age 17-18 years old) 

Each Federation can send the maximum 6 riders for XCO Men Elite and Women Elite category / 4 for 

Men Junior and Women Junior category. 

4. Opening and Closing Ceremonies 

All participating teams (riders and officials) are compulsory to attend both the Opening and Closing 

Ceremonies.
